Effective August 23  
In order to achieve the 5% reduction in use, irriga tion watering systems should be 
programmed for two days per week based on the build ing’s address or water 
meter address. 
 
 ·  Even number                 Monday and Thursday  
 ·  Odd number                  Tuesday and Friday 

 ·    Watering is prohibited between 10:00am-6:00pm . 
 ·     Irrigation system watering should not occur on Wednesday, Saturday, or    
  Sunday.
